Section A: LICENSED MOTOR VEHICLES (Approved 11/01/99)

a. All-terrain vehicle or ATV designates a non-licensable 2, 3, 4 or more-wheeled
motorized vehicle designed and manufactured for travebaffr and on all
terrains.

3. REGISTRATION

a. Members in good standing shall submit an applicatiorefjistering ATVs to the
Association Office by completing a current informatgireet available from the
Office.

b. All-terrain vehicle owners shall provide the Asiation with a certificate of
liability insurance or other proof of coverage for mimum value of $500,000 on
each ATV naming the Lake Carroll Association as antahdil insured.

c. Upon approval of the application for registratiom, Association office shall
register the vehicle and issue a numbered tag to be didpteythe vehicle at all
times in the prescribed manner.

d. Effective April 1, 2002 there will be a limit of fouf)(all-terrain vehicles per lot.
Exception: Vehicles registered prior to 4/1/02 and contyuediistered at Lake
Carroll.
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e.

Effective April 1, 2002 only non-licensable 4-wheeteslf-propelled vehicles
primarily designed and manufactured for travel off road andliderrains will be
registered and used on designated trails. Golf carts, bioysivehicles and two-
and three-wheeled motorized vehicles are not permitteétietrails. Exception:
2-wheel and 3-wheel non-licensable vehicles registered $11/02 and
continually registered at Lake Carroll.

4. SAFETY

The manufacturer’s suggested number of persons pele\atadl be followed
within Lake Carroll.

All vehicles must be in safe operating condition.

No person shall operate their vehicle in a reskiesnner or at a rate of speed too
fast for conditions or as may be posted.

Vehicles will travel in a single file on the rigtitle of the Lake Carroll trail paying
particular attention to oncoming traffic.

All vehicles shall stay on the designated trail.
All trail vehicles shall cross Lake Carroll sha@ays where the designated trail is
clearly marked. At those designated trail crossingsiadllivehicles are required to
stop and yield to all oncoming roadway traffic.

It is recommended that trail users adopt the buddgrayabd refrain from
traveling the designated trail alone.

Vehicle operators should recognize that they ang tise trails at their own risk
and that there are inherent hazards in off-road sudagesubsurface conditions,
the presence of natural hazards such as deer, coyotemath animals, the
potential for operators to act in a negligent mannerodmwithin their ability, and
the use of the trails by others including equestrians.

All licensed vehicles shall be prohibited froningsthe trail system at any time,
except LCA maintenance and security staff and vehicldse performance of their
duties.

Use of the frozen lake surface is not prohibitexlyever, the Association does
not, nor will it, encourage or sanction such use. d&fgbe frozen lake surface is
at the operator’s own risk.

5. TRAIL ACCESS POINTS

Section F:PARKING REGULATIONS (Approved 11/01/99 and as amended 5/24/03)
Statement: In order to maintain an efficient usevaflable space, ensure the safe
movement of traffic, and provide for the orderly parkifigehicles, the following
policies shall be adhered to regarding parking.

Indecent or profane language, rough play and running are peohiA person under
the influence of alcohol is not permitted to enterlibach area.

14. Admission to the beach is refused to all persons hadntpagious disease, infection,
abrasions that have not healed, and bandages.

15.Lake Carroll is not responsible for lost or stolenganay.

16.Parents and guardians should supervise their children.

17.Management has the authority to implement and enfaifes that are more stringent
or that supplement those listed here.

No person shall fish in Lake Carroll waters except:

b. A guest of a member when that guest is accompanigehbynember.

c. A family member in possession of a “Family Membesignee Fishing Pass”
requested by a member, and obtained at the Associaffioa.O

Members and guests must abide by the Rules & Regulafiduage Carroll and the

statutes of the State of lllinois.

No person shall introduce any fish species into IGdeoll waters, except by

authority of the lllinois Department of Natural Resas.c

Persons shall have at all times in their possessialid Illinois Fishing License while

engaged in fishing activities.

Section C:FISH SIZE AND LIMITS

particular species of fish.

At no time will persons take from Lake Carroll watany number of fish in excess of

those limitations as determined by the Association.

Unless otherwise designated, fish size limitatan fish limitations shall be the same

Section D:USE OF GREENWAYS AND COMMON AREAS Amended (01/17/2004; Rev
03/23/2007; Amended 11/01/2006)

Said appposéions shall be
designated on an individual plat of each greenway.

5. The pier or dock so located on a waterfront maymetfere with the access either to
said greenway or to any inlet adjacent thereto, riange upon the use of the
greenway by any other member.

6. Any pier or dock so located must be removed prior teeNber ¥, in any year.

7. No boatlift, railway, or permanent boat storagaadesf any type may be installed on
any greenway or in conjunction with a dock or pier.

8. No swimming floats or diving platforms shall be &listd on any greenway accessible
dock or pier.

9. Refer to the Lake Carroll Building Regulations for gmations and requirements for
constructing piers and docks on a greenway or common area.

10. Fees for greenway accessible dock will be establlsheually as part of the
Association’s Budget.

11. All members registering docks or piers shall be reqtireb one of the following:

a. If the Member elects to have the Association ovendbck and provide the
insurance coverage, the Member shall execute a “Geebwck Agreement and
Conditional Bill Of Sale” at time of registration. & mepurchase rights provided
for in the “Greenway Dock Agreement and Conditiondl @fl Sale” shall no
longer apply if the pier or dock is not removed by NovemiBgin any year and/or
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the permitted member has not received the approvaédAsbociation for a
delayed removal.

If the Member elects to provide their own insuranceis® a non-commercially
manufactured dock or pier, the Member shall provide thedason with a
certificate of liability insurance or other proofajverage for a minimum limit of
liability of $500,000 for the dock or pier naming the Lake GlhAssociation as
an additional insured.

Section E:MARINA CONCESSION INVOICE PROCEDURES
1. Members in good standing may elect to charge purchasesantddelLake Carroll

3. LCA Employee Complaint Against LCA Member

Section C:NUISANCES
Neither the Association nor the Department of Segwish to interfere with the rights or
privileges of any person in their recreational adéisitHowever, due to the fact that
certain actions may infringe upon the rights of thasieparticipating in those actions, the
following shall be considered nuisances, and as suatoasidered contrary to Lake
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Carroll rules and regulations.

Disturbing the Peace:No person shall disturb the peace and good order witlie La

Carroll, either by word or act, fighting, quarreling orangling with loud voices or

shouts, threatening violence to the person or propédgather, or engaging in

riotous clamor or tumult including but not limited to firexks.

Fireworks: Fireworks are illegal in the State of lllinois urddsed by a professional in

possession of a Carroll County permit; this law appbelsake Carroll.

Destruction of Property: No person shall damage, destroy or vandalize any

properties within Lake Carroll. For purposes of thisesteent: Damage shall mean

harm or deface in any way, resulting in a loss in soesglnvalue, appearance or

safety.

Soliciting:

a. No person shall beg, peddle or solicit within Lake Creaicept by permit, said
permit being issued by the Association’s Office during r@gwirking hours.

b. No person shall beg, peddle, or solicit utilizing memlmgrtact information
provided via the Lake Carroll website

. Littering:

a. No person shall dispose of any waste material, garbageper refuse upon the
ground or waters of Lake Carroll, said litter must bequao proper garbage
receptacles or otherwise removed from Lake Carroll.

b. Garbage receptacles must be returned to storage losatiayn(esidence within 24
hours of refuse pick-up.

Disposal of Garbage:No person shall use Lake Carroll garbage dumpsters for the

disposal of domestic garbage, said domestic garbage defitlealsasmaterials, which

are byproducts of maintaining and using a permanent home.

. Unauthorized Dumping: Unauthorized “dumping” (disposal) of any material in any

“dumpster” or “dumping area” within the Lake Carroll enwisas prohibited.

Dumpsters and dumping areas include, but not limited to, is&occontrolled

dumpsters; dumpsters on construction sites; dumpsters onecoiamproperties; the

dumping area behind the dam (north side); or anywhereTdieg‘'unauthorized

dumping” regulation to be effective as of March 27, 2004.

Animal Nuisances:No person shall allow their pet to roam free of {@ison’s own

property.

a. Animals taken from a private lot to other areas déd_€arroll will be properly
tethered with a leash.

b. It shall be the owner’s responsibility to see thaimals do not make undue noise
or disturb the peace of others.

c. Excretion of these pets shall be picked up and removeaelbgwiner and disposed
of appropriately.

Nuisance Animal Trapping: For the purpose of controlling animals that impede the

lake, ponds, and dam structures; as well as Private Pydpsoping. Reference A&E

Rules and Regulations for details.

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Chapter V: Procedures in Regard to Violations of Regulations

Section A: WARNINGS AND CITATIONS

Security Department personnel, when observing or whientdd to violations of Lake

Carroll regulations, shall have discretionary powerdermal actions to be taken in

response thereto. Such response shall be withinromerme of the following approved

manners:

1. Warnings: The officer shall have the option of issuing eitheeebal warning or a
written warning. In either case, warnings shall beudeented by the officer for future
reference.

Where an individual has had recorded in his file multipenmgs for a specific
offense, the Security Supervisor has the authoritgsoind any subsequent
warnings and thereafter issue citations for said offergpost facto Warnings
either verbal or written shall carry no fine or pigna

2. Citations: The Officer shall have the option of issuing a aati
a. Where a citation is issued, the approved uniform comiaint shall be used and

shall be so designated on its face as being a citafiritations, which are

issued, shall be filed and recorded in that individuagsfél future reference.
Within seven (7) days of issuance of a citation, twised shall be mailed a notice
in regards to that citation explaining the steps toobewed thereafter. (See
Chapter V, Sect. D, “Hearing Procedures”.)

b. Inthe event the accused is a guest of a Member, teathiér shall receive the
Citation notice. It is then that Member’s respoitigitio pay the fee to LCA. It
will be that Member’s prerogative to collect the fiemm their guest for their
personal reimbursement. Any subsequent fine and/or peall also be assessed
against the Member who acted as the host for the edcySee Chapter V, Sect.
C, “Fines and Penalties”.)

3. Juvenile Matters: In all violations where a juvenile has been invdivihe Security
Department shall make all reasonable attempts to clotfiat juvenile’s parent or
guardian regarding the incident. When contact cannotdae nthe parent or legal
guardian in question shall be notified by certified mmailurn receipt requested,
regarding all matters pertinent to that incident. licades, after identification has
been made, further contacts regarding that incidentlsialie responsibility of that
juvenile’s parent or legal guardian.

Section B:VIOLATIONS OF STATE LAW
At all times where possible, the Security Departmalhiattempt to handle difficulties at
Lake Carroll through approved citation procedures as outlirkxvever, situations may
arise wherein a violation of the State of lllinstatutes may occur that warrants action on
a level other than that provided for within the scopthe Security Department’s
jurisdiction. In these situations, it shall be an au#ted action for an Officer to initiate
proceedings on the County and/or State level.

Section C:FINES AND PENALTIES (Amended 04/23/05)

Hearings may be attended by the accused, the Qfffi@erssued the citation, the

Security Supervisor acting on behalf of the Associatam any withesses

summoned by either party.

The accused may be advised at the onset of thdispktails of the charge and

may further be read the appropriate regulation which¢besed was alleged to

have violated.

The Hearing Panel shall then hear testimony fl@raccused, the Officer, and any

witnesses who may be present. Each witness willlassubject to questioning by

the opposing litigant, the Hearing Panel, or the Sec8tyervisor.

At the conclusion of all testimony and questionthg, Hearing Panel shall have an

opportunity to discuss the case in closed session, alithehnaeafter deliver a

verdict.

The Hearing Panel shall have the option of defigeone (1) of three (3) specific

findings. These findings, and their appropriate definitexms repercussions, are as

follows:

I.  Guilty: Shall mean that the offense was committed by thasazl under
inappropriate circumstances, and shall subject the pagyihe and/or penalty
as established in “Fines and Penalties” in Chapt&e¢t. C.

ii. Guilty with Mitigating Circumstances: Shall mean that the offense was
committed by the accused. However, due to specific cstamoes involved in
the particular situation, the action in question mayeHaaen one, which any
reasonable and prudent person may have taken under theisamestances.

d. Authority to dismiss citations is vested in the Hegffanel, the Security
Supervisor or the Board of Directors where the appealgssohas been followed,
as outlined in sub-section 6 below.

e. Where a litigant in any offense hearing desires an dppéiae Board of Directors,
the procedure outlined in sub-sectiéi' below shall be followed.

6. Appeals

Junked Vehicle: See “Inoperative.”

Oversize Vehicle A truck or trailer that cannot be parked within a residd¢garage
with a door opening height of seven feet. This definitdoes not apply to
Recreational Vehicles for the purposes of Lake Cameglilations.

Parking. Overnight (dusk to dawn) stationary placement of a caamee.
Storage.Parking or placement of an object or conveyance far@ad of more than
seven days.

Towable(s): Anything which is pulled by a conveyance.

Unimproved Lot: Open land with no completed house present.

2. Mandatory Mowing

a.

Improved Lots: Must be kept in a safe, sanitany,reeat manner with grass cut
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not higher than 6 inches year-round.

b. Unimproved Lots: Two (2) mandatory mowing periodsuieimproved lots each
year - one spring, one summer. Checklthke Carroll Newdor mowing dates.

3. All paved or unpaved driveways, sidewalks, and parking areesproved lots are to
be maintained in safe, sanitary and a neat manner.

4. Snow Removal:Snow removal from private lots and drives is the rasjdity of the
property owner.

a. Snow is not to be pushed onto, or left in, the publdiveay.

b. Where possible, Members should pile snow to the letheaf driveway, on the
road shoulder, when facing their property from the stiee¢his way the plows
will push the majority of the snow away from the céeharea.

c. Motorists that are stuck will not be pulled out by maiatece equipment, except
where they are in the roadway and blocking snow renefi@ts; in such cases,
the Association assumes no responsibility for any dana the private vehicle.

d. Vehicles in a ditch or on private property will be re¢el to a local towing service
or to the Security Department.

e. Private vehicles are not to be parked on public roadsrghtvay at any time
during winter storm or snow clean-up conditions.

f. Vehicles parked on the right-of-way or in unauthorize@dsuduring snow removal
operations which hinder snow removal will be subjeca titation as outlined in
these Rules and Regulations as well as being subjeavimgtthe vehicle towed at
owner’s expense.

5. Exterior surfaces of houses and auxiliary buildingsestittp deterioration are required
to be refurbished periodically to insure protection efshrfaces and maintaining the
desirable good looks of the area.

6. Effective July 1, 2007 fencing and/or trunk wrap may betedeto protect trees,
shrubs and other vegetation. Fencing and wrap mateldalmoist be galvanized steel,
black or green. Residents are to remove the protdetiaing in the summer season
(May 1 to October 1).

If after new plantings a Member desires fenamngetnain outside of the restricted
dates, they must obtain a permit from the A&E Committd approved and the
fencing is not removed during the growing season, the aBgetcontained within the
fence cage must be cut to the same height as the sunguoidarea.

7. No person shall cut or take any wood or trees withke Carroll except where the
person has received a permit for said cutting from thieliBg Inspector.

a. Persons requesting permits will be assigned specific aigas which they may
cut as determined by wood availability and accessibditthe area.

b. Permit holders may only cut in the area designateckipénmit, and said permit
must be in the possession of the person engaged in cottirgnsporting any
wood from the designated area.

c. Only those standing trees, which are marked in an appteprianner, may be
taken as well as any fallen dead trees.

d. Only the authorized access route may be used to driveftom the cutting area.

e. When cutting along any designated trail, the permit haddezhicle must remain
on that trail at all times.

f. All debris must be removed from the cut area when titiing is completed.

g. No burning in the cutting area shall be authorized.

h. All cutting shall be done at the permit holder’'s owk.ris
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8. Firewood may be stored on a lot, but must be stacksatihwood format. Total
volume shall be limited to four (4) cords. Location lué stack must not interfere with
over land water drainage patterns.

9. No owner shall burn trash, garbage or other like Hmldeefuse without a permit
from the A&E Committee, nor shall any owner accunaufan his lot [more] litter,
refuse or garbage, except in receptacles provided for supbgas. (Covenants
Section I, Item K.)

10. No person shall burn fallen trees, shrubs or angesasithin Lake Carroll unless
such person has notified the Security Department. Remwtgaged in burning of
materials shall at all times be present and in cbofrany such burning activity.

11. Conveyances, towables and/or items stored on anweygbiot, or in a wooded area
that is part of that lot, must not have vegetation gngwround or under it exceeding
6 inches in height.

12. Protective covers on boats, ATV’s, snowmobilés, stored on improved lots or
Lake Carroll storage sites, must be securely fastergtheact without openings or
tears in the fabric.

13. There will be no parking or storage on improved lotgebicles with a gross vehicle
weight rating (GVWR) of more than 14000 Ib. or of any caruial or oversize
vehicles, farm or industrial equipment. Vehicles or maehinvolved in ongoing
improvements to the house or property are exempted fhismequirement for the
term of the improvement activity.

14. Outdoor storage of conveyance parts or inoperativeegances is prohibited.

15. No lumber, brick or other construction materials tmagtored on a lot.
Exceptions:

a. Supplies for A&E permitted active projects.
b. Commercial lots with landscape materials foairsale.

16. Storing/parking on unimproved lots is prohibited
a. No conveyances or towables.

b. No picnic tables, docks, piers and/or any personal belgagnay be stored
overnight on any unimproved lot without approval fromA&E Committee.
17.LP Fuel tanks on any lot shall be either buried belwsvsturface of the ground or
screened to the satisfaction of the committee.

18.Every receptacle for ashes, rubbish or garbage shabtadied underground or be so
placed and kept as not to be visible from any strdet,da common area within the
development except at the times when refuse collecticmsade(Covenants Il L)

Section C: MAINTENANCE OF SHORELINES

1. Effective December 31, 2000, all lakefront member musiligeatheir shoreline.

2. Shoreline rip rap is required to be maintained continuanglyder to stabilize the
shoreline and restrict shore erosion and materiitsating the Lake (Reference
A&E O. & P. FOR REQUIREMENTS.)

3. Arepresentative from the Association will make atteone annual inspection in the
fall to determine which lakefront lots need to be neguitio stop erosion.

4. Membersmaintaining their shoreline must use stabilizationhods from current
Building Regulations.

5. Piers and docks, which are located on the Lake Cahmieine and private property,
are for the sole use of said member. Exceptiong<Gaeenways, docking by others
during inclement weather, and extended docking by other ersmbth the
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permission of said owner and registered with the Assogiannually. Association
registration forms are available at the Associa@dirce.
6. Seasonal Removal of Docks, Piers, & Swim Platforms

a. All docks, piers, and swim platforms must be remdnaad all waterfronts prior
to November 1st each year, unless overridden in wityndpe General Manager
and/or the LCA Board of Directors, or member shakbbject to a fine/penalty as
provided in Chapter V, Sect. C I. f. vii. See also$keeurity Fine Table —
Addendum 2009-01 in the back of this booklet.

b. All docks and piers must be removed from all greenwaagisEast Marina
shoreline slips prior to November 1st each year, ulesgidden in writing by the
General Manager and/or the LCA Board of Directorsnember shall be subject
to a fine/penalty as provided in Chapter V, Sect. Cui.f See also the Security
Fine Table — Addendum 2009-01 in the back of this booklet.

I. Greenway docks & piers may not be stored on gregsharelines when not in
use.
ii. East Marina Shoreline Slips may be stored om #ssigned area shoreline when
not in use.

7. Seasonal Removal of Watercraft

a. Parking of watercraft in LCA rented boat slips prioaril 1st of each year is
prohibited.

b. Overnight parking of watercraft anywhere on the lakeraftctober 31st of each
year is prohibited.

c. Daily use of the lake is permitted year around at opesatiscretion.
